they completely dominated the State
University Wrestling Champion-
ships, Oswego placed 10 out of 11
men in the finals and doubled the
feam score with 127 to Brockport’s
t2 and Cortland’s 60 points, Seven
(swego wrestlers won their final
match to tie the record of the 1966
Oswego team which also had seven
champs. The nearest contenders,
Brockport and Cortland, both put
three men in the finals,

Oswego sophomore, Wally Jaskot,
woi his first State Championship by
defeating Potsdam’s Tom Brun-
schmidt 14-0 to get the Lakers off
to a good start.Jaskot’s 16 out of
a possible 17 points made him the
high point man of the tournament
and definitely one of the more out-
standing wrestlers in the tourna-
"ment, Wally pinned his first three
opponents and then did everything
but pin his man in the finals,

Oswego’s All American, co-cap-
tain, John Walter, won his second
State Championship in as many years
as be pinned Plattsburgh’s Walter
Martin in 1:34 of the first period.,
At 130 lbs,, co-captain Brian Mc-
Gann won his second State Cham-
pionship by beating Cortland’s Ken
Furnkranz by a dominate 7-0 score,

McGann gave Laker fans a scare .

in the afternoon matches as Doug
Clark from Oneonta took him down

and had him on his back, early in

the first period, Brian battled back

At 137-1bs, Laker Tom DiOrio
had the 3,500 wrestling fans again
on their feet as he pinned Brock-
port’s highly touted Tom Holmes
in 2:34.
